Subject: A Reaffirmation of Welcome and Support for All Our Members

To the Members of the Ukrainian Canadian Community and the Greater Edmonton Community,

The Board of the Ukrainian Canadian Congress — Edmonton Branch (UCC Edmonton) has been made
aware of a harmful and deeply unfounded assertion that recent newcomer communities are a source of
dysfunction. We write to categorically reject this narrative and to clearly articulate the long-standing
values and work of our organization, which stand in direct opposition to such divisive claims.

We are aware that recent posts on social media regarding the commemoration of the Holodomor in
Edmonton are circulating under the name of an individual associated with the organization. These
comments reflect the personal views and political opinions of the individual author only and do not
represent the official position, policy, or values of the UCC Edmonton Board of Directors or our member
organizations.

We also recognize that our response to this situation has come later than some in our community
expected. We regret any confusion or concern that this delay in communication may have caused. Our
intention in taking time was to consult, reflect, and provide a clear, responsible statement that reaffirms
our values and our commitment to all members of our community.

Our organization is grounded in respect, openness, and unity. We are committed to creating a safe
environment where everyone feels welcome, regardless of how long they have been in Canada or how
much time they are able to spend at community events. Every presence and every contribution matters to
us, even five minutes of participation carries value.

We are grateful to everyone who attended this year’s Holodomor commemoration. Your presence
strengthens our efforts to preserve historical memory, support Ukraine, and grow a vibrant Ukrainian
community in Edmonton.

UCC Edmonton encourages a participatory and inclusive atmosphere. We believe in working together,
learning from one another, and building strong connections between different generations and waves of
Ukrainians in Canada. UCC's mission is fundamentally about ensuring that all Ukrainian Canadians,
including the newest arrivals, are equipped to thrive and contribute meaningfully to the Canadian mosaic.

We remain committed to an Edmonton where every community is valued, and where the strength of our
society is found in its diversity and in the collective efforts to support all its members. We encourage all
community members to look to the facts, history, and active service of organizations like ours as evidence
of the powerful and positive role immigrants play in building a stronger Canada.
